NEPAL

Perched on the southern slopes of 
the Himalayan Mountains, Nepal 
has eight of the world’s ten highest mountain peaks, in-
cluding Mount Everest.  

Religion is very important in Nepal.  The Kathmandu 
Valley alone has more than 2,700 religious shrines.  
There are more temples, houses, and idols than people 
in Kathmandu.  Nepal is a Hindu kingdom in which the 
king is worshipped as an incarnation of the Hindu god, 
Vishnu, the protector and preserver of the world. They 
recognize local gods, goblins, and spirits. Hindus also 
believe in ghosts and demons that haunt the crossroads 
and rivers. Offerings are made to these spirits in order 
to appease them.

From 1846 to 1951, Nepal was ruled by the Rana family 
in an autocratic style of government.  The Rana’s were 
overthrown in a democracy movement.  Maoist rebels 
have caused havoc in Nepal since 1996. The Maoists 
began a violent insurgency waged through killings, tor-
ture, bombings, kidnapping, extortion, and intimidation 
against civilians, police, and public officials. 

Chicago’s Nepalese began to arrive in the 1970’s. Most 
immigrants tend to be highly educated medical profes-
sionals, educators, and business executives.
